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James tells us of the futility in hearing what God has to say but not doing anything about it.  From this we learn that the problem many Christians struggle with today has been with us since the beginning of the Church.  Knowledge of what to do is wasted if it remains only knowledge and is never translated into practise.  We must have the humility to allow the Word of God to be constantly changing us.
